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Methodology

The annual Graduate survey was administered to graduates immediately prior to the graduation ceremony in the spring of 2017. The
purpose of this survey was to evaluate ATC’s services. A total of 99 out of 407 graduates responded to the survey for a response rate of
24%. Questions 1-6 ask for contact information and are not included in this report. Results of the Graduate Survey questions 7- 18 are
provided below.
